To recap what I have been up to during October, I have attended all the parish council meetings I was scheduled to.
I have had a Leader’s meeting in County Hall, Norwich.
I have attended a Full Council Meeting in King’s Lynn Town Hall.
I have attended Leaders and CEO meetings in the King’s Court, King’s Lynn and via Microsoft Teams.
During the final week of November I learned from the CEO in Kings Lynn that the government advises on the LGR better known as local government reorganisation have said they wish to visit Norfolk including West Norfolk this will give Kate the CEO at the Borough Council of Kings Lynn and West Norfolk an opportunity to take them around the borough and show them the situation we are, in fingers crossed it might help swing the balance in favor of a three tier unitary rather than the single tier unitary, we do know that the government and Norfolk County Council are in favor of a single tier unitary  But at least there is some glimmer of hope.
